There is no charge to homeowners for this 
service! 
   

The facility does not accept business waste, latex paints,  
fluorescent tubes, electronic or pharmaceutical waste at 
this time.

Auto batteries, oil and antifreeze can be taken 
to any transfer station during operating hours.
